In addition to the direct support
provided to libraries statewide, the $21.2 million
makes Florida eligible to receive $9 million in
federal library funding that supports innovative
and forward thinking services such as the Florida
Electronic Library.

Program. Without state support these services
will be eliminated, or will need to be funded with
local tax dollars placing an additional burden on
already strained local resources.
